color used appropriately? Is information presented in the most readable fashion?
3 | Balance: Is there a variety of information? Is there a good balance between past and future events? Is there a good mix of

long and short articles?

4 Page identification: Are the pages numbered in a consistent way? Is the issue identified by month, issue, and year?

5 | Font selection: Does the choice of fonts and size make the newsletter easy to read? Are fonts appropriate for the text? Are
too many fonts used?

6 | Spelling: Is it evident that the newsletter was proofread carefully? Are all words spelled correctly?

7 | Grammar: Is proper grammar used throughout the newsletter?

8 | Photos, graphics, & clip art: Are they used appropriately? Do illustrations fit the subject or are they just filler?

Content:

(Category 9 is worth up to 8 points, categories 10— 11 are worth 6 points, categories 12 — 13 are worth up to 5 points.
Maximum 30 points in this section)
Note: Keep in mind that councils are made up of individual camera clubs while chapters have individual members that are also
members oj’PSA. Each chapter or council serves a different population so judgment must be used when scoring this section.

9  Articles: Is there substantive information included? Examples: “How-to” articles, articles discussing such things as trends

or ethical issues in photography, opinion articles (0-8 points)

10 | Is the newsletter motivational, i.e., does it promote membership and/or make people or clubs want to be a part of the group
or participate in activities of the group? (0-6 points)

11 | Member information: Can be information about individuals or clubs or a list of member clubs; can be a profile of a club or
an individual that is active in the group; anything that is informative about the make-up of the group. (0-6 points)

12 | Event publication: Is there a schedule/calendar for regular meetings? Are upcoming events appropriately highlighted? Does
the newsletter encourage participation in events? (0-5 points)

13 | Contact information: Is an email address and/or postal address listed for the editor? Are officers and committee chairs
listed? (0-5 points)
