On March 7 and 8, we were fortunate to have Bob Coates from Sedona, AZ, present two programs for PSC. Bob was
sponsored by Panasonic and their Lumix line of mirrorless cameras.

On Saturday, Bob presented "Photo -Synthesis" at St. John United Methodist. This is his method of combining various
images, objects and textures to create works of art from even ordinary images. He began with some basic Photoshop
techniques and progressed into more advanced techniques such as layers, blend modes and composition. If you missed
this opportunity Bob will be in Nashville later this year. He is a very informative and engaging speaker.

On Sunday ten of us joined Bob for an all day workshop putting his concepts to work hands-on. We met at 9 AM by the
aquarium, and spent an hour or so learning about what images would make good textures and shooting lots of potential
images to work with later. As a sample project, we all shot images of the Market Street Bridge to use in our first project.
We returned to Richmont University, hooked up our laptops, and with Bob's guidance, we created our own masterpieces
from the elements we shot in the morning. As always, it is fascinating to see the incredible variety produced by ten
photographers in close proximity at the same time.
