Photo of Old Brick House located at 131 Waterfront 

Drive, Colonial Heights, Virginia. The house has been 

there on Conjurerôs Neck since the 1600ôs [Conjurerôs 

Neck ïthe name came from the belief that a Native 

American priest or healer once lived in the area].

The live composite photo was taken February 18, 2018 

around from 8:07PM until 8:52PM 

Live composite is a term used by Olympus and is one 

of several unique features built into their modern 

mirrorless cameras.  

Live composite is a long exposure mode whereby the 

camera takes a series of short exposure photos and 

combines them in camera for the final photo. After 

taking the first photo, only the highlights from 

subsequent images are added.  

A tripod is a must.  Camera is set to manual mode.  Set 

framing, focus and then work out the exposure, ISO, 

aperture and shutter speed.  Note the shutter speed.  

Next, I dialed the shutter speed down until the camera 

was in live composite mode.  I entered the noted 

shutter speed in the exposure field.  I pressed the 

shutter button to take the first shot.  This is called the 

base, or establishing shot.   I pressed the shutter button 

a second time to start the sequence.  

Each subsequent shot only records the change in the 

highlights.  I pressed the shutter a third time to end the 

live composite.

For the Old Brick House photo, I had the camera take a 

series of 540 exposures over a 45 minute period. 

ISO:  800; Aperture : F/2.8; Shutter : 5 seconds;

Focus : Manual; Remote shutter release, tethered.

Note : During the course of taking the photo, I used a 

flashlight to even out the highlights of the house. 

Our Showcase exhibitor this month was Larry Tipton. 

Larry presented a variety of excellent photographs 

ranging from beautiful bird shots to landscapes, 

scenic, and flower photos. The exhibit drew a lot of 

attention from our members.
